What is The Queen’s Young Leaders Programme? 
The Queen Elizabeth Diamond Jubilee Trust, in partnership with Comic Relief and The Royal 
Commonwealth Society, has established The Queen’s Young Leaders Programme in honour of Her 
Majesty The Queen’s 60-year contribution to the Commonwealth.  
 
Launched by His Royal Highness Prince Harry on 9 July 2014 on behalf of Her Majesty The Queen, the 
Programme aims to discover, celebrate and support young people from every Commonwealth 
nation, who are leading the way in transforming their own lives and the lives of those around them, 
despite challenges they may have faced along the way.  

Who is the Programme designed to help? 
The Queen’s Young Leaders Programme aims to discover people aged between 18 – 29 from across 
the Commonwealth who have shown exceptional leadership qualities and who have transformed 
their own lives and the lives of those around them.  
Awards will be given to young leaders from all backgrounds, from all walks of life and from all 
Commonwealth countries. Evidence of an individual’s achievements, and their potential to achieve 
great things through exceptional leadership, will be of highest importance in the shortlisting process.
